3.1 Application Period
April Enrollment I : August 15 - 20, 2025
April Enrollment II: January 19 - 22,2026
NOTE:

(1) Applications must be received within this period.

(2) We have established a special full Screening Fee exemption for victims of the extremely severe
disasters on or after April 1 of the year that includes the date three years prior to the first day of
the entrance examination to which the application pertains (The disasters authorized based on Act
on Special Financial Support to Deal with Extremely Severe Disasters [Act No. 150 of September
6, 19621].).

The applicants will be judged on two components: written and / or oral examination and the application
documents.

Examination will cover both the applicant's major research field (relating primarily to the content of
the applicant's master's thesis) and the English or Japanese language.

Applicants from overseas may be exempted from coming to the university for the examination, subject
to the approval of our graduate school. In that case, examination will be conducted through an electronic
media and applicants may be required to provide alternate evidence of their academic ability.
